Among the comprador group in Modern Shanghai, there existed educational difference of the
earlier ones from Canton and those from Jangsu and Zhejiang province. The difference also existed
between first generation and the followings. Different educational background caused different circle
of acquaintances. The values of comprador also changed due to different education. As a kind of new
social force, compradors became the first group people who had close relationship with the west.

Communication and Commercial Development of Jinhua and Quzhou since Song Dynasty
