Although it has been
denied and hushed up, there is very
little doubt that the Viceroy of Hu-
kuang did not at first reahse the 1m-
portance of the proposed visit and the
rank of the visitor. As soon, however,
as the Tsuneli Yamén had the matter
properly represented to them, the neces-
sary orders were sent to all the Viceroys,
and elaborate preparations were cheer-
fully made at Canton, I'oochow, Shang-
hai, Nanking, and Wuchang. It there
was any original discourtesy on the part
of the Chinese, it was amply repaid them
by the Czarevitch, as he has allowed
the authorities at Foochow, Shauela,
and Nauking to make their preparations
entirely in vain. It was originally
stated that part of the Czarevitch's
object in visiting China was that he
might see the Russian communities at
