THE CHINA BLUE BOOK.

WE must make a few more notes on
the “ Correspondence respecting the
Affairs of China” just published by the
Foreign Office, to prove that we have
not been unfair to Lord Salisbury
and the other gentlemen who have
made such a mess of British prestige
in the Far East. It must be clearly
understood that it is not the special ad-
vantages that Russia has gamned that

e

is the injury that Lord Salisbury has
allowed to be done to our prestige by
backing down directly he 1s faced.

For mstance; on the 22nd of No-
vember last Sir Claude Maedonald
wired to Lord Salisbury the particu-
lars of the German demands, the fifth
article being: “ German engineers to
have preference in the building of
any raillway which China may con-
struct 1n the Provinee of Shantung,
and also In the working of any mine
which may exist along the track of
such railway.” Replying to this on
the 8th of December, Lord Salisbury
wired to Sir Claude : “ You should in-
form the Chinese Government that
Her Majesty’s Government will feel
themselves  compelled, if the fifth
point is conceded, to demand equality
of treatment for British subjects
under the most-favoured-nation clause
of the Treaties” That is to say,
Germany was not to receive any
special rights 1in Shantung.  This
doctrine was repeated in a telegram
of the 15th of December from Lord
Salisbury to Sir Claude:—*“Objections
were raised by H.M.’s Government in
the case of the French convention of
1895 to the nt of exclusive prni-
‘1.-*“!;?895 to other nations, and any con-
cession to Germany of this nature will
also meet with opposition on their
part.” Compare with these brave
words the following dispatch to the
Times from 1ts Berlin correspondent,
dated the 22nd of April last . —

The following announcement appears in
the Imperial Gazette }—
““The English Government, in view of
the approaching occupation of Weihaiwei,
has spontaneously intimated to the German
Government that it has no intention of
mjuring, or of calling in question, German
rights or interests in the province of Shan-
tung, or of creating any difticulties for the
German Government in that province ; and
that in particular it has no intention of
laying down railway communieations with
the interior from Weihaiwel, or from the
territory which appertains to that port.”
It was not hitherto known here that
Germany had laid claim to any peculiar
‘‘rights or interests” in the province of
Shantung outside of the territory at Kiao-
chou, which she has leased for 99 years
from the Chinese Government, and outside
the limited zone of hinterland in which,
according to treaty, the Chinese Adminis-
tration may do nothing without German
consent. It is true that Germany had
obtained in Shantung concessions for
railways, of which I have already given
details. But it was generally understood
that these concessions were of a purely
commercial character and did not earry
with them any distinet political or terri-
torial rights. In this morning's Berliner
Tageblatt, Herr Wolf, writing from Peking,
roughly estimates the probable mileage of
the contemplated rallways at 1,110
kilometres and their cost at 90,000,000
marks. By far the greater portion of
these lines will lie outside the German
territory and its neutral zone of hinterland.
It would alimost seem if the ** spontancous ™
intimation of the British Government
recognised German rights beyond anything
that has yet been claimed, at least publicly,
by Germany.
Could imagination body forth any-
thing more fatuous!?
Want of space obliges us to pass
over the correspondence about Mr.
Kinder, and about the bad impression
produced in Russia by the visit of
two British men-of-war to Port Arthur.
We may note, however, a beautiful
illustration of Russian methods in a
dispatch of Mr Goschen to Lord
Salisbury, dated St. Petersburg the
28th of December last. In October
Mr. Pavloff, the Russian Clargé
d’A ffaires at Peking, assured Sir
Claude that Mr. Kinder must go
because the Russian Government
had decided that only Russians could
be employed on Chinese railways
which went to the Russian fronticr.
Mr, Goschen being instructed to ask
Mr. Basily at St. Petersburg what
this meant, the latter assured Mr.
Goschen that Mr. Pavloff “had never
been instructed to press in any way
for the dismissal of any foreigner,
British or otherwise, already in the
employ of the Chinese Government ;”
and 1f Mr. Pavloff had really demand-
ed Mr. Kinder's dismissal, it was a
matter that must be enquired into.
There 1s an interesting dispatch of
the 12th of January last from Sir E.
Monson, our Ambassador at Paris, to
Lord Salisbury, in which the former
shows that M. Hanotaux was very
much against the proposed English
loan, as we knew. n the same date
Sir N. R. O’Conor records in a dispatch
to Lord Salisbury Count Muravieff’s
spontaneous assurance that the win-
tering of the Russian fleet at Port Ar-
thur was “a temporary measure, taken
with the free consent of the Chinese
Government, and occasioned by the
difficulty of harbouring a large fleet
in Japanese ports.” On the 18th
of January, Sir Claude reported
by wire that the Tsungli Yamén had
agreed to the terms proposed for the
uaranteed loan, and on the 19th
%.ord Salisbury informed Sir N. R.
O’Conor that the Russian Ambas-
sador in London had been to see him
and had “urged very strongly that if
we insisted on making Talienwan an
open port, we should be encroaching
on the Russian sphere of influence,
and denying her in future that right
to the use of Port Arthur to which the
progress of events had given her
a claim.” On the same day Count
Muravieff made similar complaints
to Sir N. R. O’Conor at St. Peters-
burg, declaring again that the ac-
tion of the British gunboats in
entering Port Arthur was as un-
friendly as it was to propose the
opening of Talienwan as a treaty port.
On the 21st of January Sir Claude
learnt that active steps to thwart the
loan were in progress, and on the 24th
the Tsungli Yamén informed Sir
Claude that Russia and France were
protesting against it in the strongest
manner. On the 26th of January
Count Muravieff informed Sir N. R.
O’Conor that the Russian Govern-
ment could not approve of the
English demand for the opening of
Talienwan—and of course that settled
it. The English guaranteed loan
received its quietws on the 30th of
January, as appears from the follow-
ing telegraﬁic dispatch from Sir

The American fleet consists
of the battleships Indiana, Migsuchusetts,
and Orequi, the armonred cruisers Brooklyn
and  New York, the protected cruisers
Colwmbin, Minneapolis, New Orleans, and
Cincinnati, and the unarmonred cruisers
Marblehead, Detroit, Nashville, W ilmington,
aud Helena.  Against these Spain can
bring the battleship Pelayo, the armoured

Vizeaya, Infunta Maria Teresa, Cristobal
E’u!fm, and Princess de Asturias, and the
cruisers Alfonso XIII. Lepanto, and
Alfonso X11. Then too, the larger Spanish
cruisers are nearly as well protected as the
American battleships, they are all heavily
armed and speed is in their favour. Add
to this the fact that Spain has a torpedo
flotilla, as we said before, and it will be
seen that the Atlantic forces are about
equally balanced.

At ths farewell audience with the Em-
peror of China, Prince Henry urged upon
the Ewmperor the necessity of reforming
the Chiinese army. His Majesty was much
impressed by the advice and has issued
private instructions to the Army Depart-
ment. A proposal to adopt the European
military system is being considered, and
there is a scheme to engage instructors

from Japan.
Tokio, 28th May.
It is reported that a Minister of State
has been using his influence to purchase
the votes of members of the Diet in support
of the Taxation Increase Bills. Messrs.
Tanaka, Umeura and a number of leading
merchants of Tokio, who favour the intro-
duction of foreign capital and the increase
of taxation, are said to be the go-betweens,
29th May.

A telegram received by the Government
yesterday states that the Corean Govern-
ment has decided to open the ports of
Masanpo in Kyengsangdo, (Gunsanpo in
Chullado, and Shimpo in Hamgyengdo
no foreign trade, while Pingyang in the
interior will be opened for the reception
of foreigners.

The Seoul-Chemulpo Railway was to be
delivered to the Japinese syndicate by
the American promoters before the end of
the present month.

The amount
to be ndvanced by the Jupanese Govern-
ment to the syndicate was a million yen,
but the Government has now agreed to
advance a further sum of yen 800,000, as
this amount, which forms the balance of
the loan redeemed by Corea, i8 returned
by the Corean Government,

It is reported that the Japanese Govern-
ment, besides monetary conpensation for
the damage done during the Shasi riot,
will demand s>me new guarantees from
China with regard to the protection of the
life and property of foreigners in general.

In very
limited quantity, 'tis true, but delicious
quality. They come from the A.B.C.F.M.
at T‘ungchou. Surely these geod mission-
aries are doing a good work if they can get
their natives to grow such fine berries to
help out the very poor fruit market of
Peking.

ACCIDENT TO A STEAMER IN HAREBOUR.

One of the river steamers came to grief
on the morning of the 26th inst. when
trying to get alongside her wharf, The
steamer Pasig while trying to get to the
wharf Liad to passthe end of a stone pier, and
in consequence of an outward-bound vessel
passing at the same time, she went rather
close and struck some rubble or {foundation,
and a large portion of her casing was ripped
off, into which the water poured with great
force. Some of the crew dived and plugged
the opening with blankets and assistance
was summoned. After considerable toil at
the pumps the crew got ahead of the water,
the fore part of the vessel was lightened,
and she steamed over to Kowloon where she
has been docked for repairs.

is reported to be much worse, 400 or 500
deaths occurring daily. The authorities do
nothing to check it, and I suppose the
epidemic will only cease when it has worn
itself out. The well water all throughout
the city is tainted, the river is poisoned by
the pollution daily poured into it and it only
required the Hongkong system of drainage
to render it deadly to all. As it is, a section
of the fittest survive,

At Fatshan, I am told, which is some-
what more crowded than the City of Rams,
and even yet dirtier, the mortality from the
plague is greater than at Canton.

Not of the body (you can bow to that),
But of the spirit, which you tremble at,
Lest it should dull your fine-wreught

Such a hero was and is the subject of
this brief and hasty sketch. During the
winter of 1893-94 it was my good fortune
and great privilege to be a frequent visitor
to the House of Commons—the Palace of
Westminster, ov as some have styled it
““ the most comfortable club in Loundon.”
Among the six hundred and seventy mem-
bers of that august, Imperial, and remarka-
ble assembly, the most 1nteresting and
commanding tigure ; the most brilliant and
versatile genius; the most  fascinating
and eloquent speaker ; the greatest in-
tellect und Statesman ; and the most noble,
magnanimous, and generous character, in
my opinion, was the late Right Hon,
William Ewart (zladstone.

When I read the telegram that he was
dead, T could ony exclaim: ‘‘there is a
prince and a great man fallen this day in
Israel.” Men may and will differ as to the
wisdomn or soundness of much of the legia-
lation he introduced and was responsible
for, but no one will deny that he stands
out with all his m 'ny and varied attain.
ments, among all the great men of the
present century, as a man of the highe-t
Christian character, and the most unselfish
and purest motives, and was the greatest
and most blameless of the servants of his
(Queen and country. The consideration
and study of such a life, extending as it
did over a period of eighty-nine years,
more than sixty of which were spent in the
storm and stress of public life, cannot but
be inspiring, stimulating. and elevating.
It is no easy task in the short time at my
disposal to point out what are the most
snlient features and prominent character-
istics in the life of such a man. It is
generally agreed that he was the Greatest
Englishman of the present century ; it is
admitted that in the Hounse of Commons
he was unrivalled as a debater and orator ;
and it is acknowledged on all sides that as
a financier either in or out of the House
he was unequalled, being able to apply all
the resources of a burnished rhetorie to
the elucidation of tigures, and to the more
prosaic questions of cost and protit, making
beer romantic and tea serious. He could
not only adorn the exposition of finance
with a glamour of oratory, but could throw
so much fanecy, illustration and humour
into a statement of facts and figures that
he fascinated the House by the charm
